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The GOP Tax Law is a Healthcare Heist

How the GOP is stealing healthcare from 15 million Americans and raising the prices for
another 22 million

American families are sick and tired of sky-high costs and barely getting by. Yet Republicans in
Congress passed a tax bill that is taking away their healthcare and raising costs on American
families to deliver billions of dollars in new tax cuts to their wealthy donors. Between gutting
Medicaid and CHIP and letting ACA tax credits expire, Republicans will kick 15 million Americans
off their health insurance and will more than double premiums for the 22 million who got their
insurance through the ACA marketplace. As families across America struggle to afford medical
care, health insurance companies and pharmaceutical monopolies —and their wealthy CEOs and
shareholders — get another round of record tax breaks.

The GOP Healthcare Prescription: Pay More, Get Less, Suffer Needlessly
Americans deserve higher-quality, affordable healthcare — not to pay more for less, and especially
not to fund tax cuts for billionaires. The Republican tax bill cut nearly $1.1 trillion from healthcare
and will kick 15 million Americans off their coverage. Here's a quick breakdown of the damage:

e Already more than 1 million drop in Marketplace enrollment since 2025, a number that will
only grow as premium payments lapse. At least 21 states have lost at least one insurer in
2026 and those that remain have raised their premiums.

e 7.5 million people will lose Medicaid coverage by 2034 due to federal cuts and new work
requirements. States have already started cutting programs, benefits and provider rates to
reduce spending, and the worst provisions have yet to take effect.

e Premium costs have more than doubled for 22 million ACA marketplace enrollees with the
expiration of EPTCs. This will also cause another 4.2 million Americans to lose coverage,
including at least 2 million with chronic conditions like cancer, diabetes, and heart disease.

Congress Must Act

Congress should act now to enact the Protecting Health Care and Lowering Costs Act —led by
Senator Chuck Schumer (D NY) and Congressman Adam Gray (D CA-13)—to restore the ACA
premium tax credits and reverse the GOP health cuts. Families are already feeling the damage; this
bill fights for affordable, better health care at a time when life is getting more expensive and
unstable for the majority of Americans.

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La Ley de Impuestos del Partido Republicano: un
golpe al sistema de salud

Coémo el Partido Republicano le esta quitando la atencion médica a 15 millones de
estadounidenses y aumentando los costos para otros 22 millones.

Las familias estadounidenses estan cansadas de los costos altisimos y de apenas poder salir
adelante. Aun asi, los republicanos en el Congreso acaban de aprobar una ley de impuestos que les
quitara la atencién médica y aumentara los precios para las familias estadounidenses, solo para
entregar miles de millones de délares en nuevos recortes fiscales a sus donantes mas ricos. Entre
desmantelar Medicaid y el Programa de Seguro Médico para Ninos (CHIP, por sus siglas en inglés)
y dejar que expiren los créditos fiscales de la Ley del Cuidado de Salud a Bajo Precio (ACA, por sus
siglas en inglés), los republicanos estan dejando a 15 millones de estadounidenses sin seguro
médico y duplicando o incluso superando las primas para los 22 millones que obtienen su
cobertura a través del mercado de la ACA. Todo esto mientras las aseguradoras y los monopolios
farmacéuticos, junto con sus ricos CEOs y accionistas, reciben nuevos recortes fiscales histéricos.

El plan del Partido Republicano para el sistema de salud: pagar mas, recibir

menos y sufrir innecesariamente

Los estadounidenses merecen una atencion médica de mejor calidad y a precios asequibles, no
tener que pagar mas por menos, y mucho menos financiar recortes fiscales para los
multimillonarios. El proyecto de ley de impuestos del Partido Republicano recorta casi 1.1 billones
de dolares del sistema de salud y deja sin cobertura a 15 millones de estadounidenses. Aqui un
resumen de sus impactos mas graves:

- Deja sin Medicaid y CHIP a 7.5 millones de personas de bajos ingresos, al recortar casi 1
billon de délares y agregar mas tramites burocraticos.

- Duplica o incluso supera el costo promedio de las primas para los 22 millones de
personas inscritas en el mercado de la ACA, al no extender los Créditos Fiscales
Anticipados para Primas (EPTC, por sus siglas en inglés) que hacen que la cobertura sea
mas accesible. Esto también provocaréa que otros 4.2 millones de estadounidenses pierdan
su cobertura, incluidos al menos 2 millones con enfermedades crénicas como cancer,
diabetes y enfermedades cardiacas. En promedio, las aseguradoras del mercado de la ACA
estan aumentando las primas en un 20%. Sumado a la expiracién de los EPTC, esto significa
que la parte del costo que pagan directamente los inscritos mas que se duplicara.
